Following the adoption of Ordinance No. 2024-14, users located outside the municipality’s corporate boundaries may be entitled to petition the Indiana Utility Regulatory Commission under Indiana Code 8-1.5-3-8.3 to review and adjust rates and charges imposed upon the users if a petition under Indiana Code 8-1.5-3-8.2 with respect to the same rate ordinance has not been filed.
